22. The Walton Town Supervisor is authorized to appoint a bookkeeper, compensated by the amount set forth in the budget.
23. The Walton Town Supervisor is authorized to pay—prior to audit—utilities, postage, payroll related expenses, pension related expenses, health insurance, interest and principal on town debt.
