APPROVAL OF MINUTES

FLOOR TIME:

The realtor, an Environmental Property Assessor, Bruce Dolph and Mr. Wood met at the proposed property sale site to discuss Phase I of the Environmental Survey. The buyer is paying for the cost of the survey.

COMMITTEE REPORTS:

Councilman Dolph spoke with the insurance agency on policies that they would like the town to adopt. This will be discussed again at the next Board meeting.

Councilman Hodge asked the Supervisor how the windows and roof would be replaced in the Town Hall. Supervisor Meredith informed the Board that the town is the recipient of two grants - one in 2000 and the other in 2001. 

Councilman Hodge received word from DPW about signs on East Trout Brook Road, and the process is continuing.
