SUPERINTENDENT OF HWY. REPORT:

Superintendent Geidel spoke about East Oxbow Hollow Road and the fact that one landowner was not in favor of the Town abandoning the road.  The landowner would only be in favor if the Town continued to plow the road in the winter.  Superintendent Geidel suggested to the Board compensating the landowners on East Oxbow Hollow Road with a snow blower. 

After a short discussion, the Board was not in favor of purchasing a snow blower. 

Supervisor Meredith feels it would benefit the Town to bargain with the landowners stating, “If the Town has to spend $2000.00 to receive $47,000.00, then it would still benefit the Town.”

Councilman Armstrong feels that abandoning the road would save the Town in the long run with the time in plowing and the cost of salt or sand.

Councilman Armstrong suggested tabling the discussion until the November 14th meeting when Attorney Wood would be present.

Superintendent Geidel went over the project worksheets with the Board and explained that there are two bridges that will need to be replaced. The first bridge located on Budine Road has an estimated cost of  $379,500.00 and the second on South River Road at $394,380.00. This would be considered an improvement instead of repairs to pre-flood condition for each bridge. This would also bring the bridges up to current codes and standards requirements. Geidel contacted DELTA Engineering to assess each bridge and he would like to start the work in the spring. The Board was in agreement that it was time to replace the bridges.

Councilwoman Boyd brought to the attention of Superintendent Geidel, that a contractor working on Feak Hollow Road was on a blind spot with no flag person or cones. Superintendent Geidel was not aware of the problem, but commented that, “he had been through there twice today at a reasonable speed and did not have a problem.”

Councilman Armstrong questioned as to whether or not RMS was the only contractor working on riprap? Geidel responded, “No”! We have about 6 others.

A motion was made by Supervisor Meredith, seconded by Councilman Armstrong to enter into executive session to discuss Union Contract negotiations. All in favor, motion carried.

Back in regular session at 6:45 p.m., no action taken in executive

session.
