Supervisor Meredith administered the following oaths during the meeting: Deputy Supervisor Bruce Dolph, Town Attorney Frank Wood, and RMO Ronda Williams.

Supervisor Meredith introduced John Camp from C&S Engineering. John explained his position and gave a brief history of the company he works for.  John explained the procedures that will take place during the design of the storm water retrofit measures for Murphy Hill Road. John will develop an outline and a survey will be conducted to measure the volume and velocity of the water run off for Murphy Hill Road. He will be communicating with the residents before coming up with drawings.

Supervisor Meredith asked if John was willing to work with the landowners in the area? John responded, “Yes, and to forward all calls in regard the this project to himself”.

Attorney Frank Wood informed the Board that he has review the Agreement Between the Catskill Watershed Corporation and Town for Design of Storm water Retrofit Measures and only had one question about the bond. Mr. Wood explained in the CWC Agreement there was a clause requiring a $25,000 bond. Mr. Wood asked if C&S buys bonds? Mr. Camp explained that he has not seen the Agreement but would check with his company about the bond.
