A public hearing was held for any persons that wish to be heard in favor or against the preliminary budget as compiled for or against any item or items therein contained.

Supervisor Meredith opened the hearing stating that the budget calls for a total increase of .77% and a 3 cent increase per 1000 of assessment based on a house assessed for 40,000 will see a tax increase of $1.24.

Terrance O’Leary questioned the Board if there were figures available on the percentage of the town tax that village residents pay as well as figures of how much of the town tax revenue goes to village expenses?

Supervisor Meredith stated that he does not have a percentage but stated the four funds within the budget and broke down what funds are for village and town expenses.

Terrance O’Leary asked if village residents are taxed at the same rate as town residents? Supervisor Meredith stated technically yes, village residents pay 2 portions of town tax and town residents pay 4 portions of town tax.

With no further questions or comments on the preliminary budget, Supervisor Meredith closed the Public Hearing at 6:06 p.m.
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
