RESOLUTION # 56
APPROVAL OF MINUTES

FLOOR TIME:
Maureen Wacha invited the Board to attend the annual Meet the Candidates on Wednesday, October 21, 2009 at 7:00 p.m. at the High School Auditorium.  She also informed the Board the Chamber in conjunction with the merchants would once again promote an Old Fashion Shopping program.  The program last year generated over $40,000.  Participants may pick up a card at participating merchants.


Councilman Dolph congratulated the Chamber on doing an excellent job.


Eileen Esposito asked the Board if the Road Rally would take place and if so when?  Councilman Dolph stated, “We are not sure. It was listed on their web page but other towns have not approved it so at this point we are not sure if it will take place.”

SUPERINTENDENT OF HWY. REPORT:

Reported that he has received a final report for Beers Brook in the amount of $165,000 and closed out the tunnel project in the amount of $42,000.  The South River Road project is still open.

Reported that the vegetative debris has been completed for Wakeman Brook, Beers Brook, and Pines Brook.  Encountered one incident with a property owner but was able to rectify quickly.

Reported that he would like to declare the 1995 International Tandem Truck #2 as surplus along with a 9’ dump body.

Requested permission to declare and post the seasonal roads for Chase Brook from Town of Tompkins town line to Town of Tompkins town line and Beers Brook from Russ Gray Pond to NYS Route #206 from December 1, 2009 to April 1, 2010.

All in favor, motion carried.

Reported that the Highway Department helped the Village of Walton with work on South River Road.

Reported that he has submitted an appeal for the denial of the August Flash Flooding in the amount of $74,000.

TOWN CLERK’S REPORT:

Reported that the Walton Fire Department will hold a Public Hearing on the proposed 2010 Walton Fire District Budget on October 20, 2009.

Reported that the General Election will take place on November 3, 2009 at the Walton Central School Bus Garage.  Councilman Dolph asked if we would receive more than one machine.  I reported that only one machine will be provided but the all five districts will be set up.

Reported that the Quarry Lease Agreement for the MacGibbion mine has been filed with the County Clerk.

Reported that Brown’s River Restoration will be restoring the 1938 Catskill Map and anticipate sending the 1924 Post Route Map out next year. 

DEPUTY SUPERVISOR’S REPORT:

Reported that three contracts have come for the Small Cities Block Grant project.  WTRCD-04 $23,825.00, WTRCD-07 $19,035.00, and WTRCD-06 $5,355.00.
