RESOLUTION #62
APPROVAL OF MINUTES


A motion was made by Councilman Armstrong, seconded by Rodriguez-Betancourt to accept the minutes of October 13, 2009 and November 3, 2009 as presented.  All in favor, motion carried.

FLOOR TIME:
Maureen Wacha approached the Board to remind them of the Chambers “Shop Local Program”.  She also informed them that the Christmas parade would take place on November 28, 2009.

SUPERINTENDENT OF HWY. REPORT:

Reported that he needs more information on the tunnel project before it could be closed out.

Reported that the Vegetative Debris project was almost complete and stated the company was doing an adequate job.  He explained there were more trees on Oxbow Hollow then originally thought in the initial spec sheet and request   an additional $2,400.00 for same company to remove them as well.  The Board was in agreement.

Reported that the grader was out for repairs and should be done by the end of the year.

Reported that he has purchased a utility truck from the Federal Surplus Program for $500.00.  The truck includes a generator and compressor.  The truck will replace the 1970 (1) ton truck.

Deputy Supervisor Dolph asked how the Back River Road bridge project was going?  Superintendent Geidel stated the engineer is going to send a proposal back to SEMO and hopefully will be able to go out to bid in mid-February.

TOWN CLERK’S REPORT:

Reported that I have just sent the County the reimbursement election worker request in the amount of $10,510.00.

Reported that only 3 tickets were issued for the month of September for past due dog licenses.
DEPUTY SUPERVISOR’S REPORT:

Reported that two contracts have come for the Small Cities Block Grant project.

A motion was made by Councilman Armstrong, seconded by Rodriguez-Betancourt to accept WTRCD-05 $10,280.00 and WTRCD-11 $23,300.00 contracts as presented.  All in favor, motion carried.

Reviewed the monthly financial statements.

Reported  the planting of trees around the cell tower have been put on the “back burner”.and needs to be taken care of. Deputy Supervisor Dolph suggested obtaining current prices and find out the best time to plant trees and move forward with the project.

Deputy Supervisor Dolph asked Town Attorney Wood if there was new information on the DEC Fishing Access?  Attorney Wood stated it was still in dispute.

At this time Deputy Supervisor Dolph recommended going into executive session with Delaware County Planning for hamlet designation negotiations.

Deputy Supervisor Dolph announced that no decisions were made and the Delaware County Planning Department will come back with more information on the hamlet designation and will bring back more information in the future.

Deputy Supervisor Dolph announced that he would resign his position as Councilman and Deputy Supervisor.

A motion was made by Councilman Rodriguez-Betancourt, seconded by Boyd to accept the resignation of Councilman and Deputy Supervisor Bruce Dolph.  All in favor, motion carried.

RESOLUTION #66

APPOINTMENT OF SUPERVISOR
A motion was made by Councilman Armstrong, seconded by Boyd to appoint Bruce Dolph to Supervisor effective November 10, 2009 – December 31, 2009.  All in favor, motion carried.

At this time I administered the oath to Supervisor Dolph.

Supervisor Dolph appointed Kevin Armstrong to Deputy Supervisor.

Supervisor Dolph asked for nominations to fill the vacancy of his town board seat for a one-year term after which the individual will need to run for office again.

Councilman Armstrong nominated Leonard Govern to this position. Councilman Rodriguez-Betancourt asked Mr. Govern how impartial would he remain with the Walton Reporter and the Board? Mr. Govern stated, he reports the news and does not editorialize it. Supervisor Dolph stated part of the reason for selecting Mr. Govern is that he is a resident of Walton and a business owner and the Board feels will be representation for the business community.  With no other nominations and no further discussion a motion was made.
