SUPERINTENDENT OF HWY. REPORT:

Superintendent Geidel left the meeting early to attend another meeting.  Councilman Armstrong presented the highway report.

Reported that the Tunnel project on County Route 23 has been closed out and final payment has been received.

Reported that a meeting took place with FEMA and SEMO on the South River Road project and is currently awaiting a final decision.

Reported that the CWC projects have started and the next meeting will take place on August 25, 2010.  He anticipates additional application approvals.

Reported that the Town of Walton Highway Department has been sealing roads with the assistance of surrounding towns.

TOWN CLERK’S REPORT:

Informed the Board of a letter received and provided to each at the request of Town of Barker Supervisor, Lois Dilworth.  Ms. Dilworth is requesting the town’s support in approval of horizontal gas drilling in New York State.

Reported on two requests for Use of Facility with no opposition from the Board.

SUPERVISOR’S REPORT:

Reported that a marathon will take place on September 11, 2010 in the Town of Walton. The group is just informing the town of their intentions to start the race on East Brook Road and finish on Pines Brook Road. 

Reported on various mail received.

Reported that he has spoken with a contractor on the type of trees to be planted around the base of the cell tower.  I informed him I believe a file exists on the matter and will locate it for him. Councilman Rodriguez-Betancourt suggested asking for donations from various nurseries to provide the trees. 

Reported that an agreement has been made between the Highway Union and the Board.
