Supervisor Dolph requested that the Board review the current polices on Sexual Harassment, Bid Procedures, and the Conflict of Interest.  He reported that Attorney Wood would provide the Bid Procedure Policy to the Board for the next meeting.

Reported that the Town of Walton’s insurance carrier informed him that there would be no additional expense to the town’s policy to participate in the parade permits now required by the Department of Transportation.  It was agreed that the town would sponsor groups to hold a parade on Delaware Street.  Councilman Rodriguez questioned if this process would by-pass the Village of Walton?  Supervisor Dolph stated yes, the group would submit the permit to the Town of Walton and we will submit it to the DOT as the sponsoring agency.
