RESOLUTION #29
APPROVAL OF MINUTES

A motion was made by Councilman Armstrong, seconded by Wood approving the minutes of January 10, 2012 as presented.  All in favor, motion carried.

FLOOR TIME:

Chris Slonaker of Mang Insurance introduced himself as the Town of Walton’s new Mang Insurance Representative replacing Jim Thompson.  Mr. Slonaker informed the Board that the annual premium has increased by $130.00.  He explained that the town will be receiving their last capitalization fee of $1876.00 from NYMIR.

Councilman Armstrong questions if the insurance provided replacement value?  Mr. Slonaker explained that there is a 5-year or newer replacement coverage.

Mr. Slonaker informed the Board that Mang Insurance will offer a new Leatherstocking Eyewear Plan to their employees, group members and their families at no cost to the town.  This program offers an economical alternative for purchasing prescription eyeglasses and safety glasses through participating providers.
RESOLUTION #30

LEATHERSTOCKTING EYEWEAR PLAN
A motion was made by Councilman Armstrong, seconded by Wood to approve participation in the Leatherstocking Eyewear Plan offered through Mang Insurance at no cost to the Town of Walton.  All in favor, motion carried.
Supervisor Dolph stated he received an email from Greg Waldron asking about Wi-Fi in the Walton area. He informed the Board he received the following request from Crown Castle asking permission to move forward with T-Mobile Northeast LLC for the purpose of installing telecommunication equipment on the tower located at Water Street in the Town of Walton.

T-MOBILE NORTHEAST LLC

On this 14th day of February 2012, the Town of Walton Town board reviewed the request made by Crown Castle on behalf of T-Mobile Northeast LLC for the purpose of installing telecommunication equipment on the tower located at Water Street in the Town of Walton.  As the Tower manager for the town of Walton, Crown Castle is responsible for soliciting wireless carriers for occupancy on the Tower.  As part of the management agreement the Town of Walton is entitled to 50% of the monthly rent payments for the wireless carries space on the tower.  The remaining 50% of the rent is paid to Crown Castle.  Therefore, based on the carrier interest in the site and pursuant to the Management Agreement between Crown Castle and the Town of Walton, the town Board does hereby pass this resolution authorizing the Town of Walton to enter into an agreement with T-Mobile Northeast LLC for the purpose of installing a wireless facility consisting of ground and tower based equipment.  The approval is granted based on the following condition:

1) Obtaining final approval of the Lease Agreement from the Town of Walton Attorney prior to entering into a Lease Agreement.

RESOLUTION #31

T- MOBILE CELL TOWER EQUIPMENT
A motion was made by Councilman Armstrong, seconded by Wood granting Crown Castle permission to enter into an agreement with T-Mobile Northeast LLC for the purpose of installing a wireless facility consisting of ground and tower based equipment with the understanding that final approval of the Lease Agreement from the Town of Walton Attorney prior to entering into a Lease Agreement. Vote: Aye – Armstrong, Rodriguez-Betancourt, Wood, and Dolph. Absent – Govern.

Reported that I have received the monthly Dog Control Officer report and is available for review in my office.

Reported that I am 71% collected in taxes.
SUPERINTENDENT OF HWY. REPORT:


Reported he would like to replace a 1998 single axel plow truck with a replacement value of $200,000.

Reported that he would like to replace the 2005 Ford 550 with a Dodge 550 on State Bid in the amount of $39,780.88.

RESOLUTION #32

PURCHASE DODGE 550 TRUCK

A motion was made by Councilman Armstrong, seconded by Govern granting permission to purchase a Dodge 550 off of State Bid in the amount of $39,780.88.  All in favor, motion carried.

Councilman Armstrong questioned the time frame for delivery of the new truck?  Superintendent Geidel stated around 120 days.
Reported that he found another truck on Federal Surplus to replace the 1987 Chevy truck with a 1985 Chevy truck with only 48 miles.  Supervisor Dolph stated we need to be skeptical if the other people are passing it over.
Reported that he also found a tire changer on Federal Surplus with a value of $15,000.00. 

Reported that the Town of Walton may be eligible for six EWP grants.  He stated the Town and Village of Walton are in the “hopper” for potentially 2 million dollars’ worth of grant funds for studys on Lower Third Brook, Water Street, Delaware Street, and Beers Brook Road.

Reported he has resubmitted South River Road under the Lee and Irene funding

Reported he will be going out to bid for the annual crushed stone and sluice pipes.
Reported that the Highway Department used less material this winter then last winter.  He stated they used 1860 yards less of material then last year resulting in a savings of $20,000.  He also reported 500 less hours of wingmen service, 82 hours less overtime, and 2700 gallons less of fuel used.
