Superintendent Geidel explained the need for the emergency work and reported that a DEC permit has been obtained and will expire on April 6, 2012.  He received two quotes and it was the recommendation of the Board to award the bid to the lowest bidder.

RESOLUTION #49


EMERGENCY STREAM WORK
WHEREAS a pinned stack rock wall along the stream bank on Pines Brook Road  near property #272.-2-10.2 has structurally failed; and

WHEREAS the New York State Department of Environmental Conservation has awarded a permit for emergency work that will commence on March 28, 2012 and expire on April 6, 2012; and

WHEREAS the purpose of this resolution is to protect the life, health and safety of the inhabitants in the event the entire failed structure collapsed into the stream bed during a high water level event; and

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Walton Town Board has declared this project an emergency under General Municipal Law § 103 (4); allowing the Town of Walton to forego formal bidding requirements; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, the Town Board has approved the hiring of contractor Robinson Brothers to perform the necessary work to repair said wall not to exceed $2,500.00.
