SUPERINTENDENT OF HWY. REPORT:

TOWN CLERK’S REPORT:

Councilman Dolph updated the Board on the progress of the recording system for the courtrooms. He is currently waiting to hear from Audio Classics on a quote.

Councilman Hodge asked the Board if there was a policy for the use of the Town Hall. Supervisor Meredith said that most organizations have insurance themselves but agreed that a Use of Buildings form should be filled out with a waiver signed.

Councilman Dolph reported that the insurance company has taken the truck that was sold off the policy and a credit will be applied to the account.
