APPROVAL OF MINUTES

SUPERINTENDENT OF HWY. REPORT:

The Superintendent reported that arrests have been made for the missing road signs and restitution is being made to the Town.

Reported that two P4’s for FEMA have been signed for amounts of $4,951 and $18, 560. He anticipates another $300,000 coming in.

Reported that he would like to use the Water Street building for storage until the sale of the property takes place and the new truck ordered should be in within the next month – month in half.

Reported he will be placing the seasonal road closed notice along with a winter safety notice in the Walton Reporter.

The Superintendent thanked the Board for touring the highway garage.

TOWN CLERK’S REPORT:

Reported that there will be a free rabies clinic given by SUNY Delhi on October 17,2005.

Reported that Helen Hitchcock from Delaware Valley Hospital has requested an updated Disaster Plan from the Town of Walton.

Reported that the Planning Board has requested from the Board to go from a seven-member board to a five-member board. 

SUPERVISOR’S REPORT:





The Supervisor reviewed his monthly report.

Reported that the town did not receive the Small Cities Grant this year.

The Supervisor requested that the Town enter into an agreement with Teamsters for health insurance.

Reported that the County has been approached on the matter of having cell towers placed on municipality properties. The Supervisor believes it will be a step forward.

Reported that the Supervisor is looking into purchasing a software program for the purpose of doing financial entries and payroll.

Supervisor Meredith reported that at the November meeting a representative for Delaware Co. Electric Co-op would possibly be coming to the meeting.

Supervisor Meredith reported that the Town would go out to bid for the replacement of the roof on the Town Hall in February 2006. He recommends holding off until then do to the weather.
