AUTHORIZATION TO FILE (CDBG)

RESOLUTION # 45

WHEREAS, the Housing and Community Development Act of 1977 as amended, authorized making federal grant funds to eligible units of government for the purpose of carrying out programs developed so as to give maximum feasible priority to activities which will benefit low and moderate income families or prevent or eliminate slums or blight: and

WHEREAS, the town of Walton has been invited by the New York State Governor’s Office of Small Cities to submit and application for funding for an eligible project or activities which meet the community development needs of the Town; and

WHEREAS,
the Town board of the Town of Walton deems it to be necessary and in the public interest to apply for a Single Purpose grant program under the New York State Small Cities Community Development Block Grant program to pursue certain ongoing community development activities relating to housing rehabilitation; and

WHEREAS, the Housing and Community Development Act of 1977, as amended, and the Governor’s Office for Small Cities require the municipality to give certain assurances with respect to the acceptance of community development funds:

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, by the Town Board of the Town of Walton as

SECTION I
The filing of an application by the Town of Walton for Small Cities CDBG funds in the amount of $400,000 and the same be hereby approved.

SECTION II
The Town Supervisor, as Chief executive Officer, is hereby authorized and directed to:

a.
File said application with the New York State Governor’s Office for Small Cities; and

b. Serve as the authorized representative of the Town of Walton in connection with the application and to provide such additional information as may be required.

SECTION III
The Governor of New York State, The Secretary of HUD, and all other interested parties be and are hereby assured of full compliance by the Town of Walton with the assurance attached hereto and made a part hereof.

SECTION IV
That upon approval of the Small Cities CDBG funding application, the Town Supervisor be and is hereby authorized and empowered on behalf of the Town of Walton to execute same.

SECTION V

This resolution shall take effect immediately.
