TOWN BOARD MEETING

April 12, 2005

APPROVAL OF MINUTES:

RESOLUTION #46

APPROVAL OF MINUTES

A motion was made by Councilman Armstrong, second by Hodge to accept the March 8, 2005 and March 25, 2005 minutes as presented.  All in favor, motion carried.
FLOOR TIME:
Eleanor Anbari voiced her concern about the Benton Avenue bridge. Anbari feels the bridge is unsafe and the sidewalks need to be repaired. She mentioned that the handrail had been repaired in the past.  Councilperson Dolph suggested that the Town contact the County to have the bridge inspected. Superintendent Geidel said he would have to check the records to see when the sidewalk was removed on the one side of the bridge and when the last inspection was done. Supervisor Meredith will put a request into the County to have the bridge inspected.


Anbari also questioned why documents on Dollar General were not available in the Town Clerk’s Office, such as a site plan. Councilman Dolph informed Anbari that the site plan does not need to be at the Town Hall, it is the Village’s responsibility.  Supervisor Meredith informed Anbari that he has a copy of the site plan in his office but the Town Clerk was not aware of that.


Anbari asked if a copy of an abstract will be available, Attorney Wood said that it could be at a reasonable cost. She then questioned the correct location of Water Street. Councilman Dolph stated that the Village declared Water St. a street and the Town agreed to give the village more land on the entrance so that there was adequate space for tractor-trailers to make the entrance. The Supervisor feels that those that performed the abstracts are knowledgeable and correct. The Supervisor then thanked Eleanor Anbari for speaking.


Attorney Wood updated the Board at this time that the environmental survey went through fine.  He also presented the Board with an agreement with the Village for the Recreation Contract for $22,000 share of the cost and $5,000 for the share of the pool bond. 

RESOLUTION #47

RECREATION CONTRACT WITH THE VILLAGE

A motion was made by Councilman Dolph second by Boyd for the Town to enter into an agreement with the Village for the Recreation Contract of $27,000. Vote 5 ayes, Armstrong, Dolph, Boyd, Hodge, and Supervisor Meredith. 0 nays. Motion Carried.

SUPERINTENDENT OF HWY. REPORT:

Superintendent Geidel spoke on the conditions of the roads after the damage from the April 2, 2005 flooding. He stated that three roads suffered more damage then others - Colchester Mountain, Houck Mountain and Wakeman Brook.  Geidel would like permission to contract out for repairs to Houck Mountain. Councilman Dolph agreed to go out to bid and suggested Geidel write up the specifications for the repairs. Geidel provided a breakdown to the Board of the estimated cost of the repairs.

With further discussion on the condition of the roads, Councilman Dolph suggested Geidel prioritize the repairs. Councilman Armstrong agrees and stated if the Hwy. Department may fall a year behind but we need to wait and see if we will get reimbursement. 

Geidel spoke of contracting out the mowing of More Park. The Supervisor suggested speaking with the Village first then go from there. 

Geidel reported that he loaned equipment to the Town of Tompkins and had ordered a 10-wheeler.

Councilman Dolph thanked Geidel for a working with the Town of Tompkins in their time of need.

TOWN CLERK’S REPORT:

I asked the Board for permission to go ahead with the dog enumeration. I advised the Board that an ad would be placed in the newspaper for the hiring of an individual to perform the enumeration and that an additional $5.00 fee would be charged during the enumeration to help off set the cost of the individual hired. 

I informed the Board that I received the Pilot Highway Management Plan and will be on file in my office for anyone interested.

I reported that I submitted the final expenditure report for the records grant and the Town received the final monies from that grant.
SUPERVISOR’S REPORT:

Supervisor Meredith reviewed corrected monthly Supervisors reports and the current Supervisors report.

He advised that Board that the paperwork to release funds from a pervious grant has been filed for the replacement of windows in the Town Hall and a computer for the Supervisors office.

He went of the mail on various conferences available.

He reported that John Esposito has invited the Board again to join him in the parade on May 28th for the Civil War Re-enactment. 

Supervisor Meredith accepted a resignation letter from Assessor, Robert Larson effective May 30, 2005.

COMMITTEE REPORTS:

Councilman Hodge asked the Supervisor when the compost facility would be open. Supervisor Meredith responded with “June” and will make arrangements for the Town and Village to tour.

Councilman Dolph thank the Town Clerk for her help in obtaining a bid for the court recording system.  Councilman Dolph asked the Board to put the difference of the grant and the bid in to cover the cost of the bid. Also, in the future be able to use an additional grant for speakers in the Boardroom.

RESOLUTION #48
APPROVAL TO FUND THE ADDITIONAL COST OF RECORDING SYSTEM


A motion was made by Councilman Armstrong, second by Boyd to approve the Board to fund the additional expense for the Court recording system of approximately $700.00 to come from Justice contractual or contingency fund. Vote 5 aye, Armstrong, Boyd, Dolph, Hodge, and Supervisor Meredith. 0 nays. Motion Carried.

RESOLUTION #49
APPROVAL TO APPLY FOR NEW JUSTICE GRANT

A motion was made by Councilwoman Boyd, second by Meredith to give Councilman Dolph permission to apply for a new Justice Grant. Vote 5 aye, Armstrong, Boyd, Dolph, Hodge, and Supervisor Meredith. 0 nays. Motion Carried.
