RESOLUTION #17

APPROVAL OF MINUTES

A motion was made by Councilman Armstrong, second by Rodriguez to accept the January 3, 2006 minutes as presented. All in favor, Motion Carried.

SUPERVISOR’S REPORT:





Supervisor Meredith went over his financial report.

He reported that there would be a County Route 21 meeting on February 8, 2006 at 6-8 p.m. in the Walton High School Cafeteria.

He brought a proposal to the board for the demolition of the old highway garage. The board discussed the proposal and decided to table it until the sale of the property is finalized.

Councilman Rodriguez questioned where the equipment that is currently stored in the old highway garage would be stored after the sale of the property. Councilman Armstrong replied that the board has discussed the possibility of an additional building but to store everything in it could possible cost over $100,000.00 and is not in the budget for this year. Councilwoman Boyd replied that the new building is not paid off yet. Further discussion took place and the highway committee will look into the matter.

Supervisor Meredith requested to attend the Annual NYC Association of Towns Conference.

TOWN CLERK’S REPORT:

I reported that the Town of Walton was mentioned in the February 2006 addition of the Popular Mechanics magazine for being on the Top 5 list of the “Destructive ice jams of the past 10 years”.

I reported that Local Law 2 of 2005 was received and filed by the Department of State. 

I reported that Ag & Markets has changed the way a dog license is sold and they have giving the towns the opportunity to sell a one, two, and three-year license upon board approval.

SUPERINTENDENT OF HWY. REPORT:

Geidel reported on the Agreement for the Expenditure of Highway Moneys for 2006 and asked the board for permission to enter into the agreement.

A motion was made by Councilman Dolph, second by Armstrong giving permission to enter into the Agreement for Expenditure of Highway Moneys. Vote 5 ayes, Armstrong, Boyd, Dolph, Rodriguez, and Meredith. 0 nays. Motion Carried.

Geidel reported on the meeting on the alternative route for Houck Mountain Road. The DEC has denied the proposal because the land can’t be used for other then wild life. He will look into widening the current road.

COMMITTEE REPORTS:

Rodriguez has questioned the plowing by the State on Route 206 and Bridge Street.

Armstrong reported on a price of $5,859 for a 2000-gallon fuel tank for the Highway Garage. The Town would like to own its own tank for the purpose of bidding fuel and will continue looking for other options. Armstrong asked if the Town is set up to purchase government surplus. The Board will check into that possibility.
