APPROVAL OF MINUTES

A motion was made by Councilman Armstrong, seconded by Rodriguez-Betancourt to accept the September 12th and September 27th minutes as presented. All in favor, motion carried.

SUPERINTENDENT OF HWY. REPORT:

Superintendent Geidel reported on the fuel prices and has informed the Board that he has locked at $2.46/gallon for diesel with Mirabito Fuel Group. The blended price will be $2.63/gallon.

Councilman Armstrong questioned if Mirabito will blend the fuel this year? Geidel has not heard that they would not.

Geidel reported that he has reviewed the project worksheets that FEMO/SEMO have written thus far. He explained to Councilman Rodriguez-Betancourt the difference between a small and large project.

Reported that the roads should be ready to pave by the end of this month, but will hold off until spring. He does not see the point in paving before winter just to have to re-do it in the spring.

Geidel reported that although the DEC permits have been extended until October 30, 2006, there is still work to be done along the streams. It is his understanding that as long as the contractors are out of the water by October 30, 2006; they could still work along the stream banks to finish the stabilization.

TOWN CLERK’S REPORT:





Nothing reported.

SUPERVISOR’S REPORT:

Reported to the Board that the financial report was not finished and he would provide it to the Board later this month.





Presented the third quarter budget expense report to the Board.

Reported that the Town of Walton is the recipient of a $25,000 member item from Senator John Bonacic. The funds can be used for anything.

Reported that the County has asked for help in obtaining funding from FEMA for the 1889 railroad tunnel on County Route 23. The stream currently goes through the tunnel but was heavily damaged from the flood and has left a damming threat if the tunnel should collapse. The County Engineers have asked the Town to work together to repair the tunnel. The Town will seek bids for the work to be completed.

Councilman Armstrong asked the Supervisor if he has heard anything from the lawyer about the union contract negotiations. Meredith responded, “No!”

Discussion took place about the flood debris being hauled to the Fair Grounds. The Town will bid out the chipping of this debris.

The Board set a date for contractor voucher approval of October 24, 2006 at 6:00 p.m.

The Board agreed to contact the land surveyor to have the remaining acreage on the Water Street property figured.
