RESOLUTION #23

APPROVAL OF MINUTES

A motion was made by Councilman Armstrong, second by Boyd to accept the January 23, 2006 minutes as presented. All in favor, Motion Carried.

FLOOR TIME:
Beatrice Bennett and Richard Pond took the floor to present a document to the Town of Walton. This 1793 original document is an indenture between Christopher Tappen and Charles W. Stockdon. It contains information leading to the subdivision of certain lots of land in the Hardenbergh Patent. Lots ◦65 and ◦66 were sold at auction to Charles W. Stockdon on the 1st day of September 1795. Mr. Richard Pond donated the document to the Walton Town Board to be housed at the Town Hall.

SUPERINTENDENT OF HWY. REPORT:

Superintendent Geidel reported on the FEMA reimbursement. He asked the Board for permission to complete repairs to the roads in the amount up to $100,000. Geidel informed the Board of the work that still needs to be completed on Houck Mountain and Conklin Road and the pipe that needs to be ordered for the repairs. The Board was in agreement.

Superintendent Geidel informed the Board of his intentions to go out to bid for the yearly trucking of stone, cinders, blocks, crushed stone material, hiring of an excavator with operator, and sluice pipes. The Board approved.

Superintendent requested permission from the board to attend 3 workshops.

RESOLUTION #24

APPROVAL OF HIGHWAY WORKSHOPS

A motion was made by Councilman Dolph, second by Armstrong granting permission for the Superintendent of Highways to attend three workshops. All in favor, Motion carried.

TOWN CLERK’S REPORT:

I reported that taxes are 74% collected.

Reported on the letter received from the Village. The Town filed the proper paperwork on time but the County failed to take the property off the tax roll. I am still waiting for the signed paperwork from the Real Property Tax Director. 

Reported that the Dog Licensing System is up and running and it is now possible for the Town to sell a multi-year license.

SUPERVISOR’S REPORT:





Supervisor reported on his financial statement.

Supervisor reported that the website is up and running and the work has been done by Eric Wood. If the Board would like to add or change anything on the site, let the Supervisor know.

The Town will be going out to bid for the repairs to the roof and the replacement of the lights.

The Accountants were here and will file the financial report; they were very pleased with everything.

The Supervisor received a proposal to help fund the Civil War Parade from John Esposito. Councilman Armstrong informed the Board that he does not agree with giving year after year. Councilwoman Boyd would like more information as to where the funds are being spent. Councilman Dolph recommended that the funds be given with the stipulation that a financial statement is provided to the Town first.

RESOLUTION #25

FUNDING OF THE CIVIL WAR PARADE

A motion was made by Councilman Dolph, second by Armstrong to help fund the Civil War Parade upon receipt of a financial statement from John Espostio. All in favor, Motion Carried.

COMMITTEE REPORTS:

Councilman Dolph commented that negotiations would go to arbitration.

Councilman Dolph reported that the Code Enforcement Officer only has one class to go and he will be certified. He reported that he is doing a nice job.

Councilman Dolph thanked Walt Geidel for all the work he has done with FEMA/SEMA, he has done a wonderful job.
