RESOLUTION #29

APPROVAL OF BIDS

A motion was made by Councilman Armstrong, second by Rodriguez-Betancourt to award the bids to the lowest responsible bidder as presented except for the hauling of gravel, as the Town will purchase from the County bid. Vote 5 ayes, Armstrong, Boyd, Dolph, Rodriguez-Betancourt, and Supervisor Meredith. 0 nays. Motion Carried.

Superintendent Geidel contacted several residents on Houck Mountain Road for the purpose of the Town widening the road. He estimates the cost of the project to be around $100,000.00 and would like to get part or all of it done now. Councilwoman Boyd recommended holding off until the Town has establish what the right of way is. After a short discussion, the Board agreed to hold off until the Town Attorney has been consulted and Supervisor Meredith stated he would like to see this become a five-year project.

 TOWN CLERK’S REPORT:

I requested that the dog enumeration start up again on May 1, 2006 – August 31, 2006 for the town residents and an ad be placed in the paper requesting an enumerator. I recommended payment of $2.00 per dog with no mileage reimbursement. The five-dollar enumeration fee will once again be in effect to help offset the cost of the enumerator. The Board was all in agreement.

I reported that the taxes are 79% collected as of this date.

SUPERVISOR’S REPORT:

Supervisor Meredith reported on his financial report and advised the Board that a correction will be made to the January report.

Councilman Dolph congratulated Superintendent Geidel on the Fema reimbursement.

Supervisor Meredith reported that he has contacted the State on the trimming of trees and brush along Bear Spring Mountain and Route 10 near the entrances to the Village.

Reported of the improvements to the Town Hall such as, new lights in the boardroom, kitchen and new fans/lights in the restrooms. There will also be lights placed on the sign in front of the building.





Supervisor Meredith read a thank you note from Houck Mountain residents thanking the Highway Superintendent and the Highway Employees for keeping the road plowed and in good condition during the winter.

Reported that a 911 address has been established for the cell tower.

Reported that the Supervisor has started training the town employees on voucher procedures.
