APPROVAL OF MINUTES:

RESOLUTION # 32

APPROVAL OF MINUTES

A motion was made by Councilman Armstrong, seconded by Dolph to accept the February 27, March 13th and 14th, 2006 minutes as presented. All in favor, Motion Carried.

FLOOR TIME:
Paul Peterson and Jim Haggerty took the floor informing the Board that they were opposed to the widening of Houck Mountain Road. They asked the Board to look into the run-off issue that they feel will worsen if the road should be widened.


Councilman Armstrong stated that the road was to be widened for safety purposes for the Town plow trucks.


Supervisor Meredith announced that the project is on hold due to a property owner wanting compensation for use of his land.


Highway Supervisor Geidel questioned the run-off issue and said that he will have to check into the situation.


Supervisor Meredith stated that he anticipated the work to be done at sometime, but the project is halted for now.

SUPERINTENDENT OF HWY. REPORT:


Superintendent Geidel asked for permission to attend a Highway Seminar.

RESOLUTION #33

ATTEND HIGHWAY SEMINAR
A motion was made by Councilman Armstrong, seconded by Dolph, granting the Highway Supervisor permission to attend the Highway Seminar as requested. All in favor, motion carried.

Superintendent Geidel announced that the Highway Employees would be working on Marvin Hollow Road replacing sluice pipes. He was advised to place an ad on the radio letting travelers know.

Superintendent Geidel informed the Board that one employee was currently out on disability and the he has been receiving applications for summer employment.

Superintendent Geidel reported that FEMA has sent a letter informing the Board of a deoblication of Federal Emergency Management Agency in the amount of $10,228.40 from the Ivan storm. 

TOWN CLERK’S REPORT:

I reported to the Board that the enumerator position has not been filled yet and if no one was to apply how the Board would feel about conducting an enumeration through the mail. The Board was in favor of the idea. I informed the Board that I would wait until the ad in the newspaper comes out again.

I reported that there have been 3 tax corrections made thus far to the 2006 tax roll.

SUPERVISOR’S REPORT:

Supervisor Meredith reviewed the corrected January and February Supervisor Reports and went over the March report.

Supervisor Meredith informed the Board that Mark Jacobs, Code Enforcement Officer has completed his training and is now certified. Mark will be receiving the $1000.00 that was originally held back until he completed his training.

The phone system quote came in at $4800.00.  The Supervisor informed the Board that it would be put on hold until after the roof repairs are complete.

Supervisor Meredith presented to the Board the results of the roof bids.

Supervisor Meredith went over the 2005 Budget Amendments as well as the 2006 Budget Amendments that was a result of a New York State Member Item Grant Award.

A motion was made by Councilman Dolph, seconded by Armstrong, to accept the 2006 Budget Amendments as presented. Vote 4 ayes Armstrong, Boyd, Dolph, and Supervisor Meredith. 0 nays. Motion Carried.

RESOLUTION #36

APPROVAL OF 2005 BUDGET AMENDMENTS

A motion was made by Councilman Dolph, seconded by Boyd, to accept the 2005 Budget Amendments as presented. Vote 4 ayes Armstrong, Boyd, Dolph, and Supervisor Meredith. 0 nays. Motion Carried.

Attorney Wood spoke on the Dollar General progress. The Village Planning Board did not have enough members present to act on the matter, so a special meeting has been scheduled for April 20, 2006 at 6:00 p.m. Attorney Wood suggested that Supervisor Meredith attend since he will be out of town.

Councilman Armstrong asked, “If the plans are approved at the meeting, how close would the Town be with closing the deal?” Attorney Wood replied that once the plans are approved, the Town will first close with the County and then Dollar General. Attorney Wood said the head of the development company wants to move forward.

Supervisor Meredith spoke on the cell phone tower. The temp tower is on Water Street but they will need to look for a better placement on the Town property due to several gas and sewer lines running under the first proposed location.

Supervisor Meredith informed the Board that the Time Warner Franchise Agreement is due again.

Supervisor Meredith questioned as to when the demolition of the old Highway Garage should take place. After a short discussion, the Board decided to wait until May and bring it to the table again.

Supervisor Meredith did inform the Board that the construction company repairing the Bridge Street bridge is willing to knock down the old Highway Garage in return for the use of the Town property.
COMMITTEE REPORTS:

Councilman Armstrong and Superintendent Geidel requested permission to purchase a new mower for approximately $8,000.00 to replace the 1980 mower that is in need of repairs totaling $2,500.00 - $3,000.00.

A motion was made by Supervisor Meredith, seconded by Armstrong to grant Superintendent Geidel permission to purchase a mower from the lowest RFP. All in favor, motion carried.
