APPROVAL OF MINUTES:

RESOLUTION # 39

APPROVAL OF MINUTES

A motion was made by Councilman Armstrong, seconded by Dolph to accept the April 10, 2006 minutes as presented. All in favor, Motion Carried.

FLOOR TIME:
Supervisor Meredith announced that John Esposito apologizes for not being present but wanted to invite the Board to the Civil War Re-enactment Parade on May 27th at 10:00 a.m. All are welcome to march.

SUPERINTENDENT OF HWY. REPORT:

Superintendent Geidel met with the two gentlemen from April’s meeting on Houck Mountain.  They walked along Houck Mountain and voiced their concerns. One area in question was too steep for equipment, so Geidel will keep an eye on that area.

Superintendent Geidel reported that the mower has been ordered from Catskill Tractor who was the lowest quote.

Superintendent Geidel reported that FEMA and SEMA would be back to speak about the 1565’s.

Geidel reported that the CHIPS money had been allocated at $142,284.54.

RESOLUTION #40

DB BUDGET MODIFICATION

A motion was made by Supervisor Meredith, seconded by Dolph to modify the DB budget showing the increase in the CHIPS money. All in favor, Motion Carried.

Geidel reported that he is all set for summer help. He has hired 4 workers and the Town will receive reimbursement at the rate of $6.00 per hour from the Youth Employment Program.

TOWN CLERK’S REPORT:

I reported that tax collection is complete and I collected 91% of the total levy and returned 216 unpaid taxes bills to the County Treasurer.

I question whether or not the Board will be changing the polling place. The Village will now hold their voting at the Walton Fire Hall. The Board has decided to keep the same location for now.

I reported that no enumerator was hired and therefore I will be conducting an enumeration by mail. The postcards are being printed at the Walton Reporter. The enumeration will start on June 1, 2006 and end on August 31, 2006.

SUPERVISOR’S REPORT:

The Supervisor reported that he was unable to get the Supervisor’s Report to balance and will mail to each Board Member once complete.

Reported that the roof project has started.

Reported that IMF will be given a tour on May 12, 2006 at 7:45 a.m. if anyone is interested in attending.

Reported that Mayor Snow is working with Kraft to set-up a tour as well.

Reported that he has received the Village Recreation Contract from the Village and would like permission to enter into the agreement.

RESOLUTION #41

VILLAGE RECREATION CONTRACT

A motion was made by Councilman Dolph, seconded by Rodriguez – Betancourt allowing Supervisor Meredith permission to sign the Village Recreation Contract with the Village at the fee of $24,000.00. All in favor, Motion Carried.

Supervisor Meredith asked Attorney Wood to update the Board on the Dollar General Project. Attorney Wood informed the Board that the site plan was approved and the Town will need to close within 3 weeks from last Thursday.

Councilman Armstrong questioned whether there would be any other problems with the County. Supervisor Meredith does not believed there should be since the County was in agreement with relocating the dumpster.

Supervisor Meredith reported that the cell tower would be placed further down on the property after the old Highway Garage is gone.

Supervisor Meredith brought to the Board the contract with Alan Campbell. The agreement will have all the wood removed by Mr. Campbell, in return for the metal ceiling.



TABLE CONTRACT 

A motion was made by Councilman Armstrong, seconded by Dolph to have the discussion tabled until after executive session. All in favor, Motion Carried.

COMMITTEE REPORTS:

The Highway committee reported that they would like to give the old mower to the Town of Franklin for parts.  A discussion took place as to whether the mower has any value to sell at auction or not. Councilman Armstrong suggested given the old mower to the Town of Franklin and feels the only value to the mower is if someone has one to use for parts. Supervisor Meredith disagreed and feels that the Town should recover some monies from the sale of the item. The discussion has been tabled until the Board finds out if they can transfer the item to another municipality.

Village Liaison – Rodriguez – Betancourt would like to see some type of presence from the Town as the Village proceeds with the widening of Delaware Street.  Councilman Dolph said normally the Town would show support on the grant application, then if approved they would go from there.

Emergency Disaster – Rodriguez-Betancourt has been working with Senator Sweeney who seems very helpful in getting money from Home Land Security for communication equipment.

Councilman Dolph suggested to the Board Members to forward e-mails to the Town Clerk so they are available incase of foil requests.
