RESOLUTION #45

APPROVAL OF MINUTES

A motion was made by Councilman Dolph, seconded by Rodriguez-Bentancourt to accept the May 8, 2006 minutes as presented.  All in favor, motion carried.

FLOOR TIME:





No one wished to take the floor.

SUPERINTENDENT OF HWY. REPORT:

Walt Geidel reported on the FEMA monies that we would need to refund. Approximately $70,000 due because of an error in the original amount of $1.2 million submitted to the Pack Pal Team for the 1996 flood.

Supervisor Meredith questioned how this could have happened when four signatures have to sign off? Geidel responded that this was an estimated figure given to them.

Councilman Armstrong commented that we have already agreed to make the necessary repairs whether we get the money or not. “We have already ordered the pipe for Conklin Road and I am going to stick to what we have already said we were going to do”.

Councilman Dolph commented that the Board committed to do the work whether we have to pay a part of it or not.

Councilman Armstrong suggested doing the necessary repairs first then if we run short on supplies we will still receive the 15% instead of losing it.

The Highway Management Planning has started; it went from a five- year plan to a three.

Reported that one employee is still out on disability due to injury.

Geidel reported that he would like to purchase a replacement dump box for a couple of thousand dollars. Councilman Armstrong agreed that the Town needs to replace the box.

TOWN CLERK’S REPORT:

Reported on the Department of Transportation letter informing the Town that they will be working on Route 206 from Trout Brook Road in Walton to Downsville and will take approximately 2 weeks to complete.

Reported that the enumeration is going well and have acquired 28 new dogs.

SUPERVISOR’S REPORT:

Supervisor Meredith asked Maureen Wacha to speak on the Delaware County Fair Chamber of Commerce Booth. Maureen informed the Board that the Chamber is in need of volunteers to man the booth and has left a sign up sheet.

Supervisor Meredith reported on his monthly financial report.

Reported that thank you cards were received from the Harby Family and John and Eileen Esposito.

Reported that the temporary cell tower is up and anticipates it being operational next week. The Board questioned if this will be the permanent location? Supervisor Meredith said “no, we don’t know yet, we are still working on that”.

Supervisor Meredith presented to the Board the completed framed deed donated by Richard Pond that will be on display here at the Town Hall.

Presented to the Board for approval of the Annual Humane Society Agreement.

RESOLUTION #46

ANNUAL HUMANE SOCIETY AGREEMENT

A motion was made by Councilman Dolph, seconded by Armstrong giving Supervisor Meredith permission to enter into the agreement with the Humane Society for the 2007 calendar year. All in favor, motion carried.

Supervisor Meredith reminded the Board Members about the wind power meeting at the American Legion in Tompkins on July 14, 2006.

The Board agreed to hold a Public Hearing at 6:00 p.m. before the July regular meeting for the Comprehensive Plan.

Supervisor Meredith turned the floor over to Tom Evans from the Delaware County Planning to explain the resolutions on the table. Mr. Evans explained to the Board that the last round, 5 years ago, the Town had the ability to designate lands for land acquisition. The Town originally in 1997 designated lands for Village extension boundaries for the purpose of the watershed, but did not at that time exercise the Towns option of excluding any lands within the Village extension boundary areas from land acquisition fees. The first resolution (F) will give the Town the opportunity to exercise this option.  Resolution (G) will rescind waiving the acreage requirements that the City may purchase at one time and Resolution (I) will rescind waiving the acreage requirements within 100-year floodplain.

RESOLUTION #47
EXCLUDE DESIGNATED VILLAGE EXTENSIONS FROM LAND ACQUISITION (RESOLUTION F)
A motion was made by Councilman Dolph, seconded by Rodriguez and Meredith to exclude designated village extensions from land acquisition as referenced in Attachment A. Vote 5 ayes Armstrong, Boyd, Dolph, Rodriguez and Supervisor Meredith. 0 nays, Motion Carried.

RESOLUTION #48
RESCIND WAIVING ACREAGE REQUIREMENTS IN PRIORITY AREAS 1B, 2,3 AND 4 (RESOLUTION G)

A motion was made by Councilman Dolph, seconded by Rodriguez and Meredith to rescind waiving acreage requirements in priority areas 1B, 2, 3 and 4 throughout the Town, pursuant to Section 68 (c) (ii) of the MOA. Vote 5 ayes Armstrong, Boyd, Dolph, Rodriguez and Supervisor Meredith. 0 nays, Motion Carried.

RESOLUTION #49
RESCIND WAIVING ACREAGE REQUIREMENTS WITHIN 100- YEAR FLOODPLAIN (RESOLUTION I)


A motion was made by Councilman Dolph, seconded by Rodriguez and Meredith to rescind waiving acreage requirements within 100-Year floodplain of Delaware River (watercourse), pursuant to Section 68 (c) (ii) of the MOA. Vote 5 ayes Armstrong, Boyd, Dolph, Rodriguez and Supervisor Meredith. 0 nays, Motion Carried.
