Highway Superintendent Geidel gave the Board a report on the road conditions.  Geidel reported that he is waiting to hear from the FEMA/SEMO team to see when they are coming.  He was instructed to document everything until they arrive.

Geidel reported that he has used a lot of pipe and is having more gravel made.  

Discussion took place on emergency work and when it is no longer considered emergency work. 

 The Highway crew currently is clearing debris from 5 brooks. It is just getting the roads as safe as possible and will go back and do the finish work.

Geidel reported that all the contractors working for the Town are at or below the County bid prices.

Geidel reported that he has 15 projects going on right now.

Supervisor Meredith stated that as long as we are charging the County bid amounts or less than the State Comptrollers Office or FEMA should not have a problem with it.

Geidel reported that he would need help with the grading of the roads and may be necessary to go to bid for the finished work. He has contacted Cobleskill Stone about the need for rip-rap.

Geidel reported that Crystal Hitt is doing a real nice job with keeping notes and the paperwork.

Councilman Armstrong said that he has received phone calls about the roads and asked people to please be patient, the Town will get to them as soon as possible.

Councilman Armstrong commented that we have a responsibility to keep the roads safe but we need to watch the money as well.

Superintendent Geidel commented that the DEC has been outstanding in working with the Town.

Geidel explained to the Board the difference between a small project verses a large project.  He would like to see several small projects to keep the money coming in sooner.  “East River Road might behoove us to make that a large project,” Geidel said.

Geidel reported that individuals who do not give the Town access to the streams, the DEC wants to know about it.  So far, he has only had a couple.

Supervisor Meredith presented the contractor’s vouchers to the Board for payment.
