RESOLUTION #53

APPROVAL OF MINUTES

A motion was made by Councilman Armstrong, seconded by Boyd; to accept the minutes from July 11th and July 27th, 2006 meetings as presented. All in favor, motion carried.

FLOOR TIME:

Rosemarie Ceraso approached the Board about the levy behind her house on 113 Townsend Street. Ms. Ceraso is concerned that the levy will not be repaired and asked who will fix her property where the Army National Guard damaged it?  Supervisor Meredith replied that it is a Village issue and suggested contacting the Village Mayor or Clerk.

Maureen Wacha requested from the Board volunteers to cover the Chamber Booth at the Delaware County Fair.

SUPERINTENDENT OF HWY. REPORT:

Superintendent Geidel requested permission from the Board once again to help out the Delaware County Fair with calcium and a loader if the Town can spare it. He informed the Board that the Fair has always reimbursed the Town for the needed supplies. 

RESOLUTION #54

TOWN HIGHWAY TO HELP FAIR BOARD

A motion was made by Councilwoman Boyd, seconded by Armstrong giving the Highway Department permission to help the Fair during the week. All in favor, motion carried.

Geidel reported that he has continued with the rental of equipment with an operator and would like to bring in another contractor (Suit-Kote) to replace one that will be leaving. He does not have a dollar figure on how much Suit-Kote will charge.  He asked the Board for a dollar figure that they would like him to work with. Supervisor Meredith asked, “What needs to be done before winter”?  Councilwoman Boyd suggested contacting the school to get their opinion on the roads. The Board agreed to hold off until they have had a chance to contact the school and to come up with a better assessment of what work needs to be done before winter. The Highway committee will meet again within the next two weeks.

Councilwoman Boyd suggested to Geidel letting Suit-Kote know that the Town has a preliminary agreement and the Board knows the work must be done but would like to work with the school to find out what roads are priorities. The Board feels comfortable with the company (Suit-Kote).

Geidel reported that there are a lot of drainage problems. His crew has most of the roughing work done and now will need to go back and do the finish work. 

TOWN CLERK’S REPORT:

Reported that the financial report will be completed once the bank statements arrive. I will place them in the mailboxes when complete.

SUPERVISOR’S REPORT:

Reported on June and July Supervisors Reports.

Reported that the cell phone tower will be moved down further from its current location.  The Town has received its first check and is looking to have other carriers join on to the tower.

Reviewed the All-Hazards Mitigation Plan and will give the Board time to review and bring back for next months meeting.

Informed the Board about an invitation to the Delaware County Federation of Sportsmen’s Clubs National Hunting and Fishing Day on September 24, 2006. He asked that those interested in attending to contact him so that he may R.S.V. P.

Reported that the stream work has been stopped by the DEC. Councilman Rodriguez questioned “why?”.  Supervisor Meredith responded that the DEC requested that we do the work in a different way.

Councilman Rodriguez asked if the stream work should be added to the comprehensive plan, and what is the plan for the stream work?  Supervisor Meredith stated that we are starting at the village limits and working up. Councilman Rodriguez asked why the DEC does not do the work? Meredith responded that the DEC Regional Director, Steven Schassler would work with the Town on the long-term stream work. Meredith stated they need to decide whether this should be a town or countywide event, may need to set up a not-for-profit organization so that grants are more easily obtained. 

Supervisor Meredith presented to the Board a Revenue Anticipation Note (RAN) in the amount of $7,000,000.00. This will be a 1-year note with the anticipation of repayment from FEMA/SEMO.  The interest is not reimbursable so the money can be invested in short term CD’s as long as the interest earned is not more than the interest paid. Note attached at end of minutes in full detail.

RESOLUTION #55

REVENUE ANTICIPATION NOTE

A motion was made by Supervisor Meredith, seconded by Boyd to approve the RAN of $7,000,000.00 for 1 year with the anticipation of repayment from FEMA/SEMO. Vote 4 ayes: Armstrong, Boyd, Rodriguez-Betancourt, and Supervisor Meredith. 0 nays. Absent: Councilman Dolph. Motion carried.

COMMITTEE REPORTS:

Councilman Rodriguez reported on disaster planning. He spoke to a company in Sidney and they have 100% radio coverage and have plans to tap into the funds from Congressman Sweeney use the tower the hospital has now.

Supervisor Meredith suggested that a mid-year review of the books be done.

Councilman Armstrong asked Attorney Wood if he has heard anything new on contract negotiations. Wood replied that he has not.

Councilwoman Boyd asked Attorney Wood about Dollar General. Attorney Wood replied that the Supervisor has signed the papers and Butch Neale will be digging test holes this week. 

Supervisor Meredith set a date for the tour of the composting facility for August 28th at 7:00 a.m. He will follow-up with an e-mail to confirm the date and time.

Supervisor informed the Board that he would be changing the accounting for the flood monies from DB to a Capital (H) account.
