Highway Superintendent reported that road progress is coming along.

He has solicited 3 different companies for riprap; two of them he felt could handle hauling were RMS and Suit-Kote.  RMS was the only one to respond. Supervisor Meredith asked if he solicited three requests and stated, “we could not go out to bid because of the timeliness of this.” Geidel responded yes and stated that he believed that Supervisor Meredith has been in contact with Wayne Reynolds about a county bid for placing riprap for $46.00/ton. Supervisor Meredith responded that there is no county bid for riprap but said Wayne said that $46.00 per ton was extremely reasonable.

Attorney Wood asked about local quarries and if they are willing to give items to the Town. Geidel said that most of the item needed would need to be big and thick and then you have the issue of hauling the stone.

Councilman Armstrong suggested continuing meeting every two weeks with the highway committee.

Attorney Wood suggested going out to bid for the riprap work. Supervisor Meredith said that the town has done its do diligence by contacting contractors about the work.

Supervisor Meredith reported that the work to tear down the old highway garage would start on August 30th.

RESOLUTION #57

APPROVAL OF RMS CONTRACT

A motion was made by Councilman Armstrong, seconded by Boyd to approve the RMS proposal for riprap work to be down in the Town of Walton. All in favor, motion carried.

Councilwoman Boyd asked if the bus routes will be ready and if anyone has been in contact with the school? Geidel responded yes that he has spoke with Tracy Williams, Transportation Supervisor and that Bobs Brook would be the worst road.

After a lengthily conversation of various road projects and estimated figures from the Highway Superintendent, the Supervisor directed the Town Clerk to purchase a new laptop computer for the Highway Superintendent.

Councilman Armstrong questioned the bill for the flood debris cleanup. Armstrong does not consider that emergency work and the board should have been involved, and would like a detail of the work.  Supervisor Meredith said that he would speak to Jim Tomao of T.A.D. about the amount of the bill, but asked, “does he need to contact each contractor and ask for receipts?” Armstrong said that a meeting does not need to be held but an e-mail would be nice to keep the board informed.
