APPROVAL OF NYS DEC FINE

A motion was made by Councilman Rodriguez-Betancourt, seconded by Dolph granting permission for Supervisor Meredith to sign the Order of Consent and pay a $1,000 fine issued by the New York State Department of Environmental Conservation (DEC). Vote 4 ayes, Armstrong, Dolph, Rodriguez-Betancourt, and Supervisor Meredith. 0 nays. Motion carried.

Councilman Rodriguez-Betancourt continued to express his concern with the continued problem of streams maintenance and made mention to the sinkhole behind Townsend Elementary School. He wants to find a solution to the problem.

Supervisor Meredith commented that the County is working to have Trout Unlimited come forward and work with the Towns to find solutions, instead of lawsuits.  

Supervisor Meredith informed the Board that he would be out of Town January 29th – February 7th . Deputy Supervisor Dolph will be in charge.

Supervisor Meredith informed the Board a budget transfer is needed from General Contingent A1990.4 to Judgments and Claims A1950.4 in the amount of $1,000.00.
