WHEREAS, the Delaware County Soil & Water Conservation District has prepared an application for the NYS Local Waterfront Revitalization Program to assist with the flooding issues that greatly affected life, property, business, and Town of Walton infrastructure during the flood of June 2006, and

WHEREAS, a water body management plan for the Third Brook Tributary will allow a study to be performed so that this water body can be enhanced to not only support the natural habitat around it, but allow the public and business to flourish as well,

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that Scott Gladstone of the Delaware County Soil & Water Conservation District is authorized and directed to file an application for funds from the New York State Department of Coastal Resources to advance the Town of Walton’s Local Waterfront Revitalization efforts, and to act on behalf of the Town of Walton in all matters related to this financial assistance, and to certify the information contained in the application.

A motion was made by Dolph, seconded by Boyd granting permission to the Delaware County Soil and Water Conservation District to apply for a grant on behalf of the Town of Walton.
