SUPERINTENDENT OF HWY. REPORT:

Reported that the new 10-wheel has arrived and worked well during the last snowfall.

Reported that the $3.17 locked in fuel price is a cap price, currently the fuel is at $2.34 per gallon.

Requested to surplus the old 10-wheeler truck #40.   Supervisor Meredith suggested putting the truck out to bid.

Reported that the DEC performed their annual inspection of the SPEDES permit and requested a professional engineer to evaluate the system. They believe there maybe a possible hole or gap in the system.

Councilman Armstrong recommended moving forward with making Jason Phoenix full-time as an MEO.

SUPERVISOR’S REPORT:





Reported on his Financial Reports. 

Reported that he received a letter from the NYSDOT on a project they are conducting for the parking area located along Rte. 10 in the Town of Walton.  They plan to enhance the area with new steel picnic tables, benches, park style grills, and stabilize the stream bank where people enter the river.

Reported that a donation has been received from Northeast Bluestone of 600 tons of riprap for a dollar total of $9,000.  

Supervisor Meredith reported that the Preliminary Budget increase per 1000 of assessment was .94 and now is .77 with an over all increase of 5.4%.  The spending increase went from $76,017 to $70, 697 and of that the health insurance increase was 20%.
