Deputy Supervisor Bruce Dolph called the meeting to order for the purpose of reviewing the

2010 Tentative Budget.

Deputy Supervisor Dolph informed the Board that the Tentative Budget currently shows a 2.2995% overall increase resulting in a $0.45 increase per 1000 of assessment.

Councilman Armstrong stated that the increase was mostly contributed to the new NYS Retirement and health insurance increased amounts.

With no further comments on the Tentative Budget the Budget Workshop was closed.

The Board opened the Special meeting at 6:15 p.m.

RESOLUTION #62

PRELIMINARY BUDGET

A motion was made by Councilman Armstrong, seconded by Boyd to accept the Tentative Budget and move it to the 2010 Preliminary Budget.  All in favor, motion carried.

Deputy Supervisor informed the Board that there was not enough time to run a legal ad for the announcement of the Preliminary Budget Public Hearing to be held at the regular scheduled meeting on November 10th.  The Board was in agreement to hold the regular schedule meeting and to hold the Public Hearing on the Preliminary Budget on November 17, 2009.

Deputy Supervisor informed the Board that it was necessary to change the designated signatories due to the death of Supervisor John W. Meredith. The following resolution was presented.

RESOLUTION #63

DESIGNATED SIGNATORIES
WHEREAS, the Town Board of the Town of Walton, New York by resolution of 2004 previously adopted authorizing Supervisor and Deputy as designated signatories on all accounts and CD’s for banking purposes.

WHEREAS, upon the death of Walton Town Supervisor John W. Meredith, resulted in one remaining signatory - that of Deputy Supervisor.

Now, Therefore, Be It Resolved:

That the Deputy Supervisor will remain as signatory and will appoint Councilman Kevin Armstrong as second signatory on all accounts and CD’s for banking purposes.

Resolution #49 of 2009 will remain in place requiring only one signature to open or renew a CD.
