RESOLUTION #12
APPROVAL OF MINUTES
A motion was made by Councilman Armstrong, seconded by Rodriguez

Betancourt to accept the minutes of January 13, 2009 and January 20,

2009 as presented.  All in favor, motion carried.

PRIVILEGE OF THE FLOOR:

Scott Wells and Dave Cornwell from the Department of Environmental Conservation presented to the Board a proposal to lease an area of town property for the purpose of a designated boat launch area.  The proposed area located just below the cell tower would approximately be 108’ along the Delaware River.  Mr. Cornwell stated that the area would be a simple parking area giving fisherman access to the Delaware River and placing the location on the DEC website.


Mr. Cornwell stated that this could be a twenty-year lease agreement but the town would have to pay back 5% if the lease is broken prior to the agreed years.


Councilman Armstrong questioned if this would affect the sale of the remaining property?  Attorney Wood suggested having a survey done of the property to keep the proposed area separate.


Mr. Cornwell stated that the DEC would keep the site simple and do a press release as well as place signs for the area.

RESOLUTION #13

COOPERATIVE AGREEMENT WITH DEC
A motion was made by Councilman Dolph, seconded by Boyd approving the proposal from the DEC for the development of a boat launch area on the Town of Walton property upon review and approval of the agreement by Attorney Wood and to have a survey done to designate the proposed site as well as the remaining town’s property on Water Street.  All in favor, motion carried.
FLOOR TIME:

Eileen Esposito requested the “Icy Pavement Zone” sign be replaced on Bobs Brook Road.  Supervisor Meredith stated this could be done.

SUPERINTENDENT OF HWY. REPORT:

Reported that the Kilmers 5-year mine agreement expires on 3/19/2009 and has processed the renewal that will be in affect until 2014.

Informed the Board that he will go out to bid for the yearly supply of stone, pipe, and gravel.

Reported that two bids were received for the 2009 or newer Tandem truck, dump box and snow removal equipment bid and would like to award to the responsible low bidders.

Councilman Dolph questioned if this money had been set aside for the purchase?  Supervisor Meredith explained that some of the money is in the budget and the other is in a reserve account.

RESOLUTION #14

2009 OR NEWER TANDEM TRUCK BID

A motion was made by Councilman Armstrong, seconded by Rodriguez-Betancourt to award the cab and chassis to Tracey Road Equipment, the dump box and snow removal equipment to Wayne’s Welding, and to withdrawal $75,000 from the Highway Capital Reserve fund for this purchase.  All in favor, motion carried. 

TOWN CLERK’S REPORT:




Reported that I have collected 71% of the tax levy. 

Reported that there are currently 34 dog licenses past due.  Councilman Dolph questioned if the delinquent letter has been drawn up.  I responded that it has and was sent to approximately 20 of the 34 past due dog owners.  Councilman Dolph requested that a copy of the letter be provided to each Board member.  

SUPERVISOR’S REPORT:

Supervisor Meredith reported that the audit has been conducted and the AUD will be filed.

Presented the Board with a 2004 Community Development Block Grant lien release for file number 2004-095.

RESOLUTION #16

2009 CDBG CERTIFYING OFFICER

WHEREAS, the Town of Walton has been awarded a grant from the New York State Office of Community Renewal under provisions of the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development, Community Development Block Grant, Small Cities Program identified as 1191HR4-08 for the purpose of conducting a housing rehabilitation program; and

WHEREAS, the above referenced grant requires that the Town of Walton complete an environmental review records and further to designate a local official as the Certifying Officer responsible for all activities associated with the environmental review process.
