RESOLUTION #40
APPROVAL OF MINUTES


A motion was made by Councilman Armstrong, seconded by Boyd to accept the minutes of June 9, 2009 as presented.  All in favor, motion carried.

SUPERINTENDENT OF HWY. REPORT:

Nothing new to report, asked the Board if they had any questions or concerns.

TOWN CLERK’S REPORT:

Reported that there were 8 unlicensed dog tickets for the month of June and 43 past-due reminder letters sent of which 14 still remain unlicensed.

Reported that the DEC has increased the sporting licenses fees and increased the minimum age for senior license from 65 to 70.

Presented the Board with a list of surplus equipment.

A motion was made by Councilman Dolph, seconded by Boyd to declare (4) air conditioners surplus that are no longer used by the Town of Walton and have been replaced with new energy efficient air conditioners.  All in favor, motion carried.

SUPERVISOR’S REPORT:

Supervisor Meredith informed the Board that Resolution #37 of June 9, 2009 would need to be rescinded due to a change in a low bidder award for Small Cities Block Grant #WTRCD-01.  The first awarded bid was for $24,269.00 and now will be $19,555.00.

RESOLUTION #43

SMALL CITIES BLOCK GRANT PROPOSAL

A motion was made by Councilman Dolph, seconded by Boyd approving the bids for the Small Cities Block Grant project #WTRCD-02 for $$25,000.00 and #WTRCD-03 for $21,475.00. All in favor, motion carried.

Supervisor Meredith informed the Board that the yearly contract between the Town of Walton and the Humane Society was due again.  With no recommended changes he has asked permission to sign the contract.

COMMITTEE REPORTS:

Councilman Dolph reported on his tour of the landfill on Saturday, July 11, 2009.  Councilman Dolph stated it was very informative and he provided a sample of the finished product of compost material. He stated the compost was not yet recommended for vegetable gardens but could be used on flowerbeds.

Councilman Dolph stated that he has requested information as to how recycling should be done correctly and suggested sharing it with the community.  He stated that everything is used or sold from the facility and the current cell is normally full within 4 years but is now only 1/3 full after 4 years.

Councilman Dolph suggested allowing the BOCES New Vision class the use of the Boardroom for their classroom again this year.  All were in agreement but Supervisor Meredith requested a Use of Facility form to be filed.

Councilman Dolph reported that he has recently been appointed to the board of Executive Service Corporation Otsego-Delaware Inc and provided their Mission Statement.

Councilman Armstrong reported that the lease agreement between the Town of Walton and Mark & Gayla MacGibbon would be finalized soon.

Councilman Armstrong reported that through the OGS Services, the Town of Walton has obtained a 1996 Dodge Dakota truck for $600.00 for the use of Dog Control Officer.  He stated he would like to publicly thank Keith Davis for the use of his tow dolly for the pick up of the truck.  He stated that he is still attempting to locate a used grader through this service as well.
