TOWN BOARD MEETING

Supervisor Dolph opened the Public Hearing for those wishing to speak in favor of or against

the 2011 Preliminary Budget for the Town of Walton.  Supervisor Dolph explained that the

budget had an $8,000 decrease from 2009 resulting in an overall .7807% decrease in the total

budget.

With no comments from the floor, the Public Hearing was closed.
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RESOLUTION #90
APPROVAL OF MINUTES

A motion was made by Councilman Armstrong, seconded by Govern approving the October 12, 2010 minutes as presented.  All in favor, motion carried.

FLOOR TIME:
Ivan Orisek of Rally NY approached the Board and provided them with a map of the proposed roads for the April 2011 Rally.


Mr. Orisek thanked the Board and the Business community for their support and went on to explain all that is needed to have a successful Rally.  He explained the Rally needs to work more closely with the residents stressing the importance of not entering the roadway during the race.


Mr. Orisek stated there are suitable roads such as Houck Mountain, Beers Brook, Dunk Hill Road, Dunk Hill Spur, and Palmer Hill Road, and suggested an alternate route of Pines Brook, Left Pines, Brook, and Chipmunk Hollow but felt there were too many houses on these roads.


Supervisor Dolph questioned when Mr. Orisek would need an answer?  Mr. Orisek responded, by January.


Councilman Armstrong questioned how Rally NY would arrange for spectator areas?  Mr. Orisek stated they would contact the property owners themselves and stated we clean everything up.


Supervisor Dolph stated that he felt Pines Brook had to many intersections and felt it would put people at risk.  Mr. Orisek stated there would be a 300- foot safety zone at each intersection.


Councilman Armstrong questioned how many times would the cars race on each road?  Mr. Orisek stated three (2) hour intervals.


Councilman Govern suggested Rally NY contact the local fire department for assistance with traffic control.


Supervisor Dolph thanked Mr. Orisek for attending and informed him that the Board will meet again on December 14, 2010 and will try and have a decision by then.


Leland Ploutz approached the Board to inform them he was in favor of the Rally and stated he had six competitors stay at his business last year.  Mr. Ploutz stated that this income boost in April really helps financially.


Keath Davis stated he does not feel the two-day Rally is a lot of time to give up. “If I lived on one of the Rally roads, I would sit out and watch it.”  The Rally, just as the Delaware County Fair, needs time to grow and help put Walton back on the map.  Mr. Davis gave an example of the Unadilla Motor Cross and how that event is now a National Event.

SUPERINTENDENT OF HWY. REPORT:

Reported that with last month’s approval from the Board to order stone, he has placed that order and the company will continue delivery until the order is fulfilled.

Reported that the CWC projects are complete.

Reported that two bids have been received for the removal of Vegetative Debris from the streams.

Superintendent Geidel stated there are approximately 130 –135 trees and recommends moving forward with the low bidder. 

RESOLUTION #91

VEGETATIVE DEBRIS STREAM BID

A motion was made by Councilman Govern, seconded by Armstrong accepting the bid of $19,994.26 from A-1 Home Improvement & Tree Service as the responsible low bidder for the removal of Vegetative Debris along designated Town of Walton Streams.  All in favor, motion carried.

Councilman Armstrong wanted clarification on who will make contact with the property owners for the tree removal?  Superintendent Geidel stated the contractor is responsible for this and all wood not wanted by the property owner or that can’t be chipped will be given to the Village of Walton for their outdoor wood burner.

Reminded the Board that a plan needs to be in place for the Soil and Water grant concerning the Hydro-Seeder.

TOWN CLERK’S REPORT:

Reported that I have received the Financial Statements for Delaware Opportunities, Inc. and will be available in my office for review.

Reported that I have received the Dog Control Officers monthly report that will be on file in my office for those wishing to review it.

Reported that there are currently 23 dog licenses past due.  I explained to the Board that some owners are two years past due and have not shown up for their court date.  I would like to close out the past due licenses by the end of the year. I anticipate the new laws will help in the enforcement of past due licenses.

Attorney Wood explained the proposed Local Law #2 for the year 2010, a local law for Dog Licensing Law. This is in addition to two local laws on file for the Town of Walton already. Local Law #1 of 1980 Town of Walton Dog Control Law amended with Local Law #1 of 2002 and Local Law #2 of 2002 Dangerous Dog Regulation and Protection Law.  Mr. Wood stated that after the filing of all the surrounding towns dog laws, he would then review them and amend our previous dog laws to included a judgment to be placed against dog owners who fail to show for their court date or pay their fine.  He also suggests increasing the fine.

RESOLUTION #92

PUBLIC HEARING
A motion was made by Councilman Armstrong, seconded by Govern to set a Public Hearing on December 14, 2010 at 6:00 p.m. for persons wishing to speak in favor or against the proposed Local Law #2 of 2010, a local law for Dog Licensing For The Town Of Walton.  All in favor, motion carried.

SUPERVISOR’S REPORT:

Read a letter received from Senator Bonacic congratulating the Board on reducing taxes in the Town, particularly during these tough economic times. He went on to state, “I am working to get the State of New York to follow your lead”.

Reviewed his Financial Reports.

Suggested the Board set up a Reserve Account for the Cold Storage Building.  

RESOLUTION #93

RESERVE ACCOUNT

A motion was made by Councilman Armstrong, seconded by Govern to establish a reserve account in the A Fund for the building of a Cold Storage Building at the Town of Walton’s Highway Garage property.   All in favor, motion carried.

Councilman Govern suggested at the end of this year placing additional monies from the fund balance into the reserve account.

Councilman Govern questioned if the Town of Walton Code Officer has followed up with the East River Road property issue?  Supervisor Dolph stated yes and believes a court date has been set.
