RESOLUTION #33
APPROVAL OF MINUTES

A motion was made by Councilman Armstrong, seconded by Govern to accept the minutes of February 9, 2010 as presented.  All in favor, motion carried.

FLOOR TIME:
I introduced Walton Central School Government Class student, Elizabeth Newman to the Board.  Elizabeth has worked on different aspects of our local government while shadowing the Assessor and myself since September. I explained that when Leonard Govern joined the Board, and asked for a book on the town’s policies, this became Elizabeth’s project. She did a very nice job and we are very happy to have her.  Elizabeth then presented the completed Policy Book to each Board member. Councilman Govern asked how long the project took?  Elizabeth stated about 3 weeks. Supervisor Dolph thanked Elizabeth for taking a nice project and doing a wonderful job with it. 

SUPERINTENDENT OF HWY. REPORT:

Superintendent Geidel questioned the Board if they would like him to continue with the vegetative debris removal project?  Supervisor Dolph stated his opinion is yes.  Superintendent Geidel stated he has started a list, which he will follow through with and will work with the highway committee on the bid specifications.  Councilman Armstrong stated he would like to look into how the project would be funded and if the village could use the wood for their outdoor wood burner.

Reported that at a Highway Superintendent meeting, Wayne Reynolds had pointed out that Delaware County has a shared service program that could be beneficial to the town.  Geidel asked if Supervisor Dolph could look into it. 

Reported that a Grader on the OGS Surplus site is no longer available but he is looking into a 4x4 truck currently listed for $700.00.

Reported that the Violence in the Work Place training will take place here at the Town Hall on March 16, 2010.  Hamden and Tompkins have been invited as well.

Reported that OSHA Safety Training will take place on April 5, 2010 at the Walton Fire Hall.

Reported that the South River Road project extension has not been received yet.  If FEMA approves the extension the project will be 100% reimbursable but will need money from the H account to start the project until reimbursement.

Councilman Govern explained that he was invited to ride with Superintendent Geidel during the last snowstorm.  Councilman Govern stated he found the trip illuminating and very challenging.  He stated he has a lot more respect for the Highway crew. 

Superintendent Geidel reported that a Town of Walton snowplow truck was involved in an accident with a personal vehicle.  The driver of the other vehicle was ticketed and there was no damage to the town truck.

TOWN CLERK’S REPORT:





Reported that the taxes are 75% collected.

Reported that another report from the Director of Real Property Tax Services has been received resulting in an assessed value reduction of $21,657 and $597.12 tax amount.  The change will be made to the tax roll upon receipt of a copy of the RP-554 from the Office of Real Property.

Informed the Board that no delinquent dog report would be given this month allowing additional time for a reschedule of a rabies clinic due to the snowstorm.

Requested permission from the Board to dispose of obsolete records according to the New York State Records Retention and Disposition Schedule.

Reported that at the County level the fight is continuing to reopen Bear Spring Mountain Park.  Supervisor Dolph stated that there are petitions circulating though out the village if anyone would like to sign them.  Councilman Govern suggested sending a letter on behalf of the Board to the State.  Supervisor Dolph stated he would like for the entire Board to be present before doing so. 

Reported that he has received a letter from the County advising him of the new requirements of carbon monoxide detectors.

Reported that a memo was received from the Delaware County Economic Development stating that New York State is assessing them a fee on their income received.

Reported on a bid announcement for the Delaware County Landfill for the purchase of a new leach aid trailer, which will replace a 1972 unit.

Suggested that the Board review the Delaware County Planning Departments zoning amendments on cell towers and bring back to next months meeting.

Reported that Rally New York has sent out letters to the Business’ and the Chamber explaining what their intentions are and looking for a place to hold a banquet for 200 people.  He stated that the Octagon Farms and Walton Motel have been booked for the event. 

Reported on the Supervisor Financial Reports.

Presented a copy of a proposed resolution on the Silver Star Families of America.  Requested that the Board review and bring back to the next meeting.

Presented information to the Board on Executive Service Corps. He stated this group provides assistance to business owners with financial planning and presentation to banks or IDA. He would like to hold an open meeting with the Board and guest speakers to promote and market this service.

COMMITTEE REPORTS:

Councilman Armstrong presented the stone and gravel bids to the Board.  He stated that the Highway Committee would wait on awarding the stone bid until further information on the type of stone can be obtained and may go back out to bid.  One type of stone could cause for more emulsions and cost the town more money if used.
