RESOLUTION #26
APPROVAL OF MINUTES

A motion was made by Councilman Armstrong, seconded by Rodriguez-Betancourt approving the minutes of March 8, 2011 as presented.  All in favor, motion carried.
FLOOR TIME:


Mr. Orisek of Rally New York approached the Board and thanked everyone who supported the March 2011 Rally.  He supplied each member with a Post-Event Report and Resident/Competitor Survey.  He reported that there were no accidents and despite the cold weather, they had a good number of spectators.  Mr. Orisek reported that the awards ceremony was held at the Walton Fire Hall and the Walton Motel was booked by the rally staff. Mr. Orisek stated that one resident on East River Road in a “malicious attempt” drove his vehicle up and down his driveway as if attempting to enter the roadway.  This required the start of the race to move up past this individual’s driveway for the safety of himself and the race car drivers.


Mr. Orisek requested approval from the Board to hold an entire event in Walton on April 14, 2012 and include roads Dunk Hill and Palmer Hill. Supervisor Dolph stated he would have a problem with a race taking place on a Friday.

Councilman Govern questioned Mr. Orisek as to how many cars participated?  Mr. Orisek stated 19 cars, but not all finished the race due to mechanical problems.  Councilman Govern questioned how many people attended the awards dinner?  Mr. Orisek stated he paid for 100 meals.  Mr. Govern stated he had someone count those in attendance and only 66 attended the dinner.  Mr. Orisek replied, some of the racers tend to leave early and don’t stay for the awards ceremony.


Supervisor Dolph stated he had received letters from residents, some in favor and some opposed to the race.  Councilman Rodriguez-Betancourt stated he heard positive responses.


Judy Beardslee of Colchester Mountain Road stated she was opposed to the race and the road closure.  Mrs. Beardslee stated she did not receive adequate notification of the race and had to cancel an appointment because she would not be able to enter the road to leave for her appointment.  She stated she has started a petition for those opposed to the race on Colchester Mountain Road.  Mrs. Beardslee stated she did not feel it was a good thing for our town and the residents should have a say if their road is to be closed or not.


Richard Kelly reported that this was the third year that he has worked with Rally NY as a radio coordinator.  He confirmed that there were no accidents and stressed the importance of residents waiting for the safety vehicles before entering the road.


Mrs. Beardslee recommended using 911 addresses in the future to notify residents instead of tax property numbers.

Mr. Orisek stated that it takes 50 people to run a rally and with 45 drivers and approximately 40 service people, he estimates over 130 people attended the rally.
SUPERINTENDENT OF HWY. REPORT:
Reported a letter of intent for South River Road has been received.

Reported that he is waiting on the DEC for the MacGibbon mine to be finalized.

Reported that he would like to precede with the Kilmer mine and reclaim the property.  Judy Beardslee who attended this meeting stated they will check with the family lawyer.

Reported that the Storm Water grant projects are moving forward.

Reported that he is checking into Federal Surplus items; one a D-7 bulldozer and the other a Ford F150.

He explained that the previous bid awarded for Processing Gravel to Beerston Gravel does not have the item available and wishes to move forward with the next bidder.

RESOLUTION #27

APPROVAL OF BID
A motion was made by Councilman Armstrong, seconded by Rodriguez-Betancourt to approve the Processing of Gravel to Clark’s Company.  All in favor, motion carried.

Requested permission to attend the June 5-8, 2011 Highway School.
RESOLUTION #28

HIGHWAY SCHOOL
A motion was made by Councilman Armstrong, seconded by Govern granting the Highway Superintendent to attend the Jun 5-8, 2011 Highway School.  All in favor, motion carried.

Reported that the CHIP money has been restored in the New York State Budget.

Reported that 7 bids were received for the Cold Storage building.  The bids ranged from $67,154.00 - $100,800.00 for a complete building and $49,324.00 - $82,200.00 for just polls and a roof. It was the recommendation of the Highway Committee to award the bid to CB Structures who was the low bidder for a complete building.
RESOLUTION #29

COLD STORAGE BID
A motion was made by Councilman Armstrong, seconded by Boyd approving the bid for the completion of a Cold Storage Building to be built on the Walton Highway Garage property in the amount of $67,154.00. All in favor, motion carried. 

TOWN CLERK’S REPORT:
Reported the Dog Control Officers monthly incident and mileage report is on file in my office for those wishing to view it.
Reported that the taxes are currently 82% collected.

Reported that the Radon Mitigation is complete and the final reports have come back with a less than 1.0 pCi/l reading down from 10 and 12 pCi/1.
SUPERVISOR’S REPORT:
Reported that a few Flood Commission Grants would be coming to Walton.  One grant will allow the gravel deposits in the West Brook to be monitored by the Walton Central School FFA class, who then will report this information to the Soil and Water.

Reported on the Financial Reports

Reviewed the 2010 Budget Amendments. 

RESOLUTION #30

2010 BUDGET ADMENDMENTS
A motion was made by Councilman Govern, seconded by Armstrong approving the 2010 Budget Amendments as presented.  All in favor, motion carried.

Reported that the Delaware County Planning Department will come to the Town Hall to do training for those needing hours for their yearly requirements.

Reported that Delaware County currently does not offer a Veterans exemption but discussion is continuing at the County Supervisors meetings.

Reported that approval has been received to hold the next Board Meeting at the Walton Central School High School Auditorium on May 10th at 6:00 p.m. for the purpose of holding a public hearing on Hamlet Designation.

Made a suggestion to the Board that within the next month or two the Board will need to decide to hold another road rally or not.

Attorney Wood informed the Board that in connection with the DEC Fishing Access agreement a more specific resolution needs approval.

RESOLUTION #31

WATERWAY ACCESS PROJECT
A motion was made by Councilwoman Boyd, seconded by Govern approving the following, all in favor, motion carried. 

Resolution Authorizing the signing of a Sate Cooperative Agreement for a Waterway Access Project, under the appropriate Laws of New York State and the United States of America.

WHEREAS, the Town of Walton, Delaware County, New York herein called the “Municipality,” after thorough consideration has hereby determined that certain work, as described in the State Cooperative Agreement, herein called the “Project,” is desirable, in the public interest, and is required in order to achieve a level of availability and use of the State’s waters commensurate with the value thereof: and

WHEREAS, the Municipality deems it to be in the public interest and benefit to enter into a Cooperative Agreement therewith;
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE Town of Walton, Town Hall, 129 North Street: Walton, NY 13856

1.  That Bruce Dolph, Town Supervisor is directed and authorized as the official representative to act in connection with any Cooperative Agreement between the Municipality and the State, and to provide such additional information as may be required;
2. That one (1) certified copy of this Resolution be prepared and sent to the New York State Department of Environmental Conservation, Albany, New York together with the State Cooperative Agreement;

3. That this Resolution takes effect immediately.

Councilman Armstrong reported that after repairing a water pipe in the basement; he noticed the back wall is in need of repair and the main water valve needs to be replaced.  Supervisor Dolph stated that the front windows and window sills need replacing also.
