RESOLUTION #
APPROVAL OF MINUTES

A motion was made by Councilman Govern, seconded by Armstrong approving the minutes of June 12, 2012 as presented.  All in favor, motion carried.

FLOOR TIME:

Vincent Balsamo questioned if the Town could address his situation on Marvin Hollow Road.  Supervisor Dolph stated Councilman Armstrong would address this in his report.

SUPERINTENDENT OF HWY. REPORT:

Reported that one bid was received from LaFever Excavation in the amount of $24,960.33 for the Walton Mountain Road Drainage Improvements.  C&S Companies have reviewed the bid and feel LaFever Excavation is capable of performing the work required by this project.

Councilman Armstrong stated C&S will be overseeing this project. Councilman Govern suggested tabling this bid; he was uncomfortable about the work performed on Pines Brook.  Councilman Armstrong stated there was no proof of any wrong doings just hearsay. Superintendent Geidel stated he felt comfortable moving forward and the work be done by LaFever Excavation.

RESOLUTION #70

WALTON MOUNTAIN PROJECT BID AWARD 
A motion was made by Councilman Armstrong, seconded by Wood to award the Walton Mountain Project to LaFever Excavation in the amount of $24,960.33.  All in favor, motion carried.
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Reported that there will be a Flood Commission meeting on July 24, 2012 at 6:00 p.m. at the Walton Fire Hall.
Requested permission to declare a 2005 Ford F550 no longer used by the department as surplus.

RESOLUTION #71

2005 FORD F550 SURPLUS
A motion was made by Councilman Armstrong, seconded by Govern to declare the 2005 Ford F550 surplus and be sold at auction. All in favor, motion carried.

Reported that the Town of Walton received an overpayment from FEMA for the 1993 FEMA event.  He stated a representative from FEMA will be here on July 18, 2012 to go over the paper work.

Reported that the EWP Project letter have been sent out to the landowners involved.

Requested permission to assist the Fair with equipment and material. Board was in agreement.

Reported that with cooperation from a couple of other towns, the road resurfacing is continuing this week.

Reported that Highway Employee Ronald Fletcher will be retiring on July 19, 2012 after 37 years of employment.  Councilwoman Wood questioned if he will be replaced?  Supervisor Dolph stated that has not been determined yet.
Councilman Armstrong suggested to the Board that they develop a policy about cutting across a Town of Walton roadway.  Councilman Armstrong stated this has come from a landowner that requested to dig across Marvin Hollow Road to repair a spring water line. He stated the landowner claims the line was damage over 6 years ago and should have come to the Town at that time.  Councilman Armstrong also stated that at the very least a bond should be placed for the contractor in case there is a problem later.  Supervisor Dolph stated we need to come up with a policy and a solution now.  
Mr. Balsamo provided the Board with a little history about the situation.  He stated that the property has a right of way to a spring house across the road.  At the time of the flood of 2006 he believed the spring conduit was damaged causing the supply of water to the house.  He stated he had a solution instead of digging up the road; he explained that a contractor informed him that they could drill under the road at an approximate cost of $600.00. The Board was in agreement that this would be a better approach.

Councilman Armstrong suggested that the Town still develop a policy for the future.  Councilman Dolph stated there would not be a need for a motion, that the Highway Superintendent could provide written permission.  Councilwoman Wood questioned where the Mr. Balsamo’s property was located? Mr. Balsamo stated that his main residence is about 1 mile up Marvin Hollow and this house is about ¾ of a mile up.  Mr. Balsamo stated it would be better if it was not my burden.  Supervisor Dolph stated it has been too long and the Town could not pay for this.
TOWN CLERK’S REPORT:

Reported that NYSEG will be in the area pruning trees around power lines.

Presented the Board with the annual agreement between the Town of Walton and the Humane Society of Central Delaware County.

RESOLTUION #72

HUMANE SOCIETY AGREEMENT
A motion was made by Councilman Govern, seconded by Wood granting permission for Supervisor Dolph to sign the agreement between the Town of Walton and the Humane Society.  All in favor, motion carried.

Reported that the monthly DCO report is on file in my office for those wishing to review it.

Reported that a dog bite incident occurred on July 8, 2012, causing serious damage to the resident and who is currently in a Binghamton hospital.
Councilwoman Wood questioned the status on the website training. I reported that I have met with Gibson Hill and the Website will be posted soon and a follow up training will be scheduled.
SUPERVISOR’S REPORT:

Reported that Rally New York will conduct a race on August 24-25, 2012.  A letter has been sent to all landowners.  Councilman Armstrong requested a list of roads that will be used and the number of times each will be closed.  Supervisor Dolph provided the following information.

Subject:  Road Closures for Rally Delaware, Friday, Aug 24 and Saturday, Aug 25, 2012
Dear Walton Resident:

       As you may know, the Town of Walton has given consent to close certain Town roads for Rally Delaware that will take place in your Town on Friday and Saturday, August 24 – 25, 2012. Such closure is authorized under the New York Vehicle and Traffic Law, Section 1182. Police and emergency services personnel will be on site.

       The Rally is entirely headquartered in Walton. Hundreds of rally participants will spend four days in Walton, from Thursday, August 23 through Sunday, August 26. The Rally will therefore generate significant economic benefit to the local community. We would like you to share the excitement and the anticipation we have been able to generate in the local business community.

       I am writing to you because we want to be good neighbors and want to minimize the inconvenience the closure of your road may create for you. In addition, we want to inform you about the times your road will be closed and the safety procedures we would like you to observe. These roads will be closed on Friday, August 24, 2012 at the following times:

South River Road (from Fairgrounds to Route 10)
From 2:15 pm to 4:45 pm and from 6:00 pm to 8:15 pm

Spectators are welcome to watch Rally cars at the Spectator Point located on South River Road near the intersection of South River Road and Route 10.
East River Road (from Route 206 to Colchester Mountain Road) and 
Colchester Mountain Road

From 3:15 pm to 5:45 pm

Spectators are welcome to watch Rally cars at the Spectator Point located at the intersection of East River Road and Colchester Mountain Road.

These roads will be closed on Saturday, August 25, 2012 at the following times:

From 6:45 am to 9:15 am, from 11:15 am to 1:45 pm and from 3:15 pm to 5:45 pm:

Dunk Hill Road

Dunk Hill Spur Road (from Dunk Hill Road to Freer Hollow Road)

Freer Hollow Road (from Dunk Hill Spur Road to Palmer Hill Road)

Palmer Hill Road (from Freer Hollow Road to the Town line)

Spectators are welcome to watch Rally cars at two Spectator Points: (1) at the intersection of Dunk Hill Road and Dunk Hill Spur Road and (2) at the intersection of Freer Hollow Road and Palmer Road.

From 8:15 am to 10:45 am, from 12:45 pm to 3:15 pm and from 4:45 pm to 7:15 pm

Spectators are welcome to watch Rally cars at the Spectator Point located on Houck Mountain Road near the intersection of Houck Mountain Road and Beers Brook Road.
Spectators are welcome to come out and see the Rally cars being serviced at the Delaware County Fairgrounds in Walton. The Ceremonial Start will take place at the Fairgrounds

on Friday at 2:30 pm. The Rally will finish at the Fairgrounds with the Ceremonial Finish and champagne-spraying ceremony for the winners on Saturday at 7:00 pm.

    If you have a medical, fire, and police emergency, please call your regular emergency numbers for help. We will stop the rally and help will get to you without delay. Since the emergency services will be stationed on your road during the rally, it is likely that you would get help faster than on other days.

    Non-emergency situations: We ask you to make arrangements in advance following the schedule of road closures outlined above. In case of unforeseen circumstances, if you must get out or to your house during the period of road closure, please call Rally Headquarters at (845)866-9971 or (845)701-2696  and we may be able to escort you from or to your house during the next break in racing.            

Mail delivery: We have made arrangements with post office; your mail will be delivered to you without interruption. 

For your safety, please observe the following safety rules:
1. You may watch the rally from a safe distance from the road. Do not approach the edge of the road.
2. Please do not park your vehicles on the side of the road on Friday, Aug 24 and Saturday, Aug 25, 2012.
3. Your driveway may be taped with a yellow barricade tape for the duration of the road closure. Under any circumstances, do not step on the roadway after your driveway has been taped and road-closing cars with flashing orange strobe lights and a siren went by. Do not step on the roadway even if it seems that no cars are coming for a while.

4. We realize that you are all conscientious parents, we are all parents also. Please take extra care to supervise the children and do not allow them to run around freely. We all have children and we love them.
5. Please curb your dogs, cats and other animals. We are animal lovers too!

6. You may use the roadway again only after the road-opening car with a flashing green strobe light has gone past your home. If you’re not sure, please give us a call at the Rally Headquarters. It’s better to be safe than sorry!
Thank you for your understanding and your cooperation with this important National Championship event that is also important for the economy of Walton and Delaware County.
